SECOND RUNS

Those who have more than one run will not be charged for their second (and subsequent)non-competitive  runs. However is expected that they will use different dibbers for each run and will pay hire charge(s) accordingly.

HELPERS 

For local events club helpers will not be charged an entry fee. If however they need to hire a dibber they will be charged for this. For events where pre-entry is the norm (e.g. Regional events) helpers will pay the full fees.
